Family Matters

“What you worship as... unknown L... proclaim to you”

You may not immediately recognize the words which form the
title of this article. They are words spoken by Paul in Athens,
Greece and are found in Acts 17:23. These words are in sharp
contrast to the modern world with its claim that the Absolute is
silent, that humanity has to stumble in the dark seeking some
kind of revelation which will lead to a more secure and happier
way of life.

And again, writing to the church at Corinth, not far from Athens
and certainly a part of that world that was erecting altars to all
kinds of god, including an unknown god, Paul has this word:
“However, as it is written: 'No eye has seen, nor ear has heard,
no mind has conceived...' but God has revealed to us...” (1 Cor
2:9, 10). God has not waited for humanity to stumbled toward him
in the dark (an impossibility), but has revealed himself to us. The
word “revelation” is the Greek word which means literally
“unveiling.” Thus, God has “unveiled” himself to us and shown
things to us which we could not know because of our finiteness
and sin.

Furthermore, this “unveiling” or revelation is found by us in
Scripture, the written word of God. This is the teaching and claim
of the Scripture itself. Through the inspired word of God, we learn
of the life and teaching of the Son of God, the second person of
the Godhead.
