Echo Hills Budget Update: Looking Forward into 2010 

It has been one year since the church’s Budget Committee first met to discuss and 
create a sound but ambitious budget for 2009.  Even though all of us faced a very 
difficult economy, unemployment, and financial concerns the congregation did a 
fantastic job in giving.  Although we fell short of our goal of a 10% increase in regular 
contributions, we did break even over all for fiscal 2009 with some help (more on that in 
a moment).  Looking forward to 2010, we decided to keep the same dollar figure for our 
total budget; however, we did reallocate funds within the budget to fund current and 
anticipated needs.  In essence, we are planning for the 2010 contributions and 
expenses to be the same total as 2009. 
 
Here are a few of the changes we made: as most of you know, we elected not to 
continue our English as Second Language program after David Collao moved last 
year.  We used these funds to increase our monthly donation to support the Peru 
mission work by $100 per month and to increase our benevolence fund.  We believe 
both of these ministries are pressing needs: the work in Peru continues to be a fruitful 
ministry; and given the current economic climate, the need to provide financial 
assistance to our members and others is very important.  We also increased the 
budget for utilities, lawn care, and other normal operating costs. 
 
We construct our budget to run on a 48 week year and use each Fifth Sunday 
contribution (4 per year) to meet additional needs throughout the year that we do not 
budget for.  They may be used to increase our emergency fund/savings and/or special 
donations to worthwhile causes, etc.  It is our hope that the Fifth Sunday contributions 
will be used for these special purposes and not to fund budget shortfalls, which was the 
case last year.  We have several expenses we are anticipating that 2010 Fifth Sunday 
contributions will help us prepare for.  The most costly of these is the likely 
replacement of our heating/air units which have all outlived their normal lifespans.  With 
an anticipated cost of nearly $2-5,000 per unit, we need to prepare for their inevitable 
replacement.  Likewise, there is always a need for mission and benevolence funds 
throughout the year.  Fifth Sunday contributions are special and we hope to use them 
solely to address needs that we’ve not budgeted for. 
 
Finally, regular contributions are what enable the church to continue its ministry.  Like 
any other organization, we depend exclusively on our weekly/monthly contributions to 
support our work.  In the annual budget that will be distributed this week, you will see a 
chart showing a noticeable dip in our monthly average contribution during the summer 
months.  This is something that we all need to work on.
