Christian Evangelizing

Evangelizing is an activity that very few really feel comfortable
engaging. Yet it is a very real responsibility for believers as we are
commanded to be ready to answer those who ask, as well as the
command to go into all the world and teach. But again, Christian
evangelization of the world is facing a tough time in the western world.

Maybe we have come to the conclusion that the world is the domain
of the devil and beyond any hope of saving. When the devil offered
Jesus the kingdoms of the world, Jesus did not tell him that he did not
have the power to give these kingdoms. So, maybe the world is the
devil's and we need not be bothered with trying to evangelize it. So, we
distance ourselves from this responsibility and this world.

But the world will always be God’s world and God’s creation.
Obviously the world is marred by sin and its effects. Yet all humans
have been created in the image of God and are, therefore, objects of his
concern. God sent his Son into the world to offer salvation to every
individual because God so loved the world. Therefore, our mission to
the world is the same as God’s mission. In Paul’'s words, God has
entrusted “to us the message of reconciliation” and “we are
ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us.”

While we rightly emphasize the importance of separation from the
world and the sin of the world, we give too little attention to the major
reason for the incarnation of Christ and what that implies. Paul
recognized this imperative when he wrote that he “had become all things
to all people,” so that he “might by all means save some” (1 Cor. 9:22).
Can we do any less? Are we doing anything less?
