Vision for the Future 

     The Apostle Paul writes the following words to the church at Ephesus, 

words that he lifted up to the Lord God on their behalf: “I do not cease to 

give thanks for you, remembering you in my prayers, that the God of our 

Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom 

and of revelation in the knowledge of him, having the eyes of your hearts 

enlightened, that you may know what is the hope to which he has called 

you” (Ephesians 1:17-18).  What is Paul praying and hoping for if not for 

spiritual vision?  Vision has been defined as an imaginative contemplation, 

the ability to perceive something not actually visible, the force or power of 

imagination. 

 

     Having heard the congregational reports from the leadership at Echo 

Hills in the past few weeks, we conclude that this congregation is healthy 

and doing quite well as we move into this New Year.  One thing that 

sustains this is the fact that many within this congregation have been 

praying for and seeking God’s guidance and blessings in all that he has 

challenged us with through the past months.  Several are working to 

realize goals and seek God’s direction as we continue our efforts.  In so 

doing, we have also seen some change and new direction. 

 

     For some, however, any change or new direction is uncomfortable.
