“Blessed are those who hear and obey”

Jesus’ teaching ministry is interrupted in the particular context set
forth in the article title above. During a teaching situation, a women in
the crowd called out to him, “Blessed is the mother who gave you birth
and nursed you” (Luke 11:27). The woman, of course, was seeking to
honor Jesus’ family. Jesus’ reply was set forth in a very popular
beatitude, the one listed in the above title.

Nearly two thousand years later, the promise of this beatitude is still a
very real challenge to us. Obviously, nobody will hear the word of God
and receive the blessing of such unless someone proclaims it. So, we
attempt to do this through various means: campaigns, Bible studies,
small groups, personal visits, worship services, books, magazines, tracts,
correspondence courses, to name just a few venues.

In spite of all these venues, however, there are so many who have still
not heard the word of God and received its blessings. Our concern is not
to add numbers to our membership list, but to carry forth our Lord’s
desire that people hear the word of God. In fact, Christ’s love compels us
to give the message of the Gospel to others. But how do we do this?

We must go to where the people are and help them find the salvation
offered by God in Christ. This going is where we often fall short,
however. As someone has said, our mission to teach others is an exodus —
an exodus from the church buildings, where we may prefer to sit. Our
mission is a going out of our comfort zones to where the people who have
not heard reside.

There are so many within this community that only we individually
have the opportunity to reach with the Gospel. Not only are we to teach
these personal acquaintances by example, we are to teach them by word.
After all, it is the word of God that is the “power of God for salvation, to
everyone who [hears and] believes.”
